We are providing you with minimum guidelines in your search for quality child care in order to help you make the best decision for your child.  The enclosed brochure, “A Parent’s Guide for Choosing Quality Child Care” explains the different levels of child care regulation and provides questions to consider as you contact potential child care providers. Please take time to visit and evaluate each program, interview each provider, and ask for references.  Also, you may want to request background checks for unregulated providers.
